Obtaining a California Identification Card (CA ID)

-The main thing to know is that CASAS can help with this! You can make an appointment for your case child at the DMV (after checking with child and caregiver to confirm date) and take the youth to receive their CA ID.
-They will need their Social Security card, birth certificate, and proof of address (placement). For the proof of address, it can be a piece of mail with the child’s name and placement address on it, OR you can bring a copy of the placement agreement, the caregiver should be able to give you a copy to bring. 
-If your child is missing the birth certificate or Social Security card, then you can ask the SSP about obtaining these vital docs. We can also include this in our Court report, that the child still needs their vital documents.
-Also, ask the SSP for what is a called a DMV waiver, this allows a foster youth to receive their CA ID for a lower or sometimes even free cost. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]For Driver Licenses: Please note that foster youth normally do not obtain their driver license until they turn 18, as then they can obtain their own vehicle insurance. All CASAS can do regarding a driver license, is advocate for behind the wheel or a driver’s education course in your Court report! 
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
